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Carl Reinecke’s melodic gift, mastery of counterpoint and idiomatic command of
chamber repertoire, in particular, exemplify why he was acclaimed as one of the great
representatives of German High Romanticism. His Cello Sonatas were composed over
four decades. The First teems with freshness and a Schumannesque lyricism, while the
Second is a more experimental work, with a notably quizzical slow movement. Virtuosity,
solemnity and caprice are features of the Third Sonata, while the Three Pieces, Op. 146
offer an enticing contrast of songfulness and dance.
